The Clerk agreed to arrange for the undergrowth and scrub opposite Victoria Terrace to be cut back and the mature trees pruned. The Clerk had agreed to contact the Durham Find and Fix team to enquire as to the cost of having the play equipment painted. The Clerk also outlined plans to mark out a junior football pitch on the site and purchase a new set of goal post.

f) The Clerk gave a verbal report on a proposal to recruit a full-time grounds person apprentice. This post would replace the seasonal gardener post.
